Exemplar 1 – data from the Family Resources Survey(FRS) /Households Below Average Income data (HBAI) set

Pre-processing of data to calculate income distributions

The data for this exemplar are available in the ESRC data archive (link).  To make the data sets ready for analysis the following programmes were used.  The original data was for the Financial years 2001/02 and 2002/03 and only households in Scotlans were selected.

The analyses presented in Exemplar 1 was taken from  work commissioned by the Scottish Executive about Income distributions in Scotland. The initial processing here was complicated because it was necessary to calculate household type to match a definition required by the commission. Thus both the FRS adult and child files and HBAI data set from the data archive for each of the financial years were required.  The following steps were then used to make the data files for all the different programs..

· The programme to extract this was written in SAS and is ex1_prep_first.SAS.   

· The programme to extract the data form the original files was written in SAS (ex1_prep.SAS) nad produces a SAS data set for analysis (ex1.sas7bdat) and  an export file  ex1.xpt to read into other systems.

· The code to read data into R ex1.R produces ex1.Rdata
· To read  ex1.xpt it into  Stata  HBAIex1.do was used and produced ex1.dta.
· To read ex1.sas7bdat into SPSS the code ex1.SPS was used and produces ex1.sav.
